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Overview 

These release notes provide pertinent information regarding the additions for Rally 
Release 2007.7, hardware and software requirements, compatibility, and known issues 
for the Rally Program and Enterprise Editions. 

WhatÕs New in Release 2007.7 

Targeted Filtering on the User Story Summary Page 
For product owners and other team members who break down user stories into sub-
stories or ÔchildÕ stories quickly find the exact requirement with RallyÕs advanced child 
filtering capabilities. RallyÕs targeted filtering allows team members to identify sub-
stories or a ÔchildÕ story stored across projects.  The ability to filter your search for child 
stories saves time searching through a large number of user stories. 
 

¥ Find and view all matching user stories within the context of its parent user story 
hierarchy to understand its relationship to other user stories 

¥ Zero in on a child story using either the list or tree view 
¥ Specify the exact criteria you need to find your user story

Improved Release Burndown Charts 
For Product Owners or Project Managers that use Rally to report on release status to 
management or extended stakeholders the improved release burndown chart allows Agile 
project leaders to better predict when their releases will be ready to deliver with an 
enhanced format that displays the progress of accepted user stories over the course of a 
release.  Now the release burndown displays the progress of what matters most to 
stakeholders - the development of new requirements and not just the completion of 
development tasks. As a result, product owners and project managers can use the 
burndown to communicate status and set company expectations. 
 

¥ Quickly assess the high-level health of releases in one view 
¥ Confidently make a decision earlier in the release cycle to reduce commitments or 

delay the release date 
¥ View all of your projectsÕ release burndown charts on your My Widgets page to 

find out if all teams are on track

Additional Notification Rules 
For any team member who wants to be notified of key updates to their Agile project, 
team members can further filter the notifications and updates they receive from Rally 
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with additional filter options. Receive notification of just those changes that matter to you 
as your Agile projects and team members grow. 
 

¥ Add a new rule to only receive notifications if a change was made to a certain 
project within Rally 

¥ Filter notifications based upon the change author to keep track of changes made 
by specific users 

¥ Stop receiving notifications on changes that you make yourself   
¥ Limit the number of notifications to only those you care about

Rally/CruiseControl.NET Connector 
Agile development teams working with .NET can get a snapshot of their daily 
development cycle with RallyÕs connector to CruiseControl.NET.  The status of 
development builds is a key indicator that helps teams improve their product stability and 
their success with Agile development.  
 

¥ A clear indication within your Rally project notifies team members quickly if the 
build is passing or failing 

¥ Clicking on the build status within Rally links to your build system displaying full 
build results

Enterprise Password Administration 
For Rally subscription administrators who need to enforce their companyÕs security 
policies to better protect their data in Rally. Rally understands the stringent security 
policies of todayÕs enterprises as well as the highly-proprietary nature of a companyÕs 
backlog and release information. Additional security tools give administrators greater 
ability to standardize their companyÕs security policies across all of their development 
tools. 
 
Password protection can be customized in the following ways: 
 

¥ Password Expiration - Set the frequency at which user passwords expire to 
conform to your companyÕs security policies 

¥ Password Complexity Ð Create the password complexity rules that users must 
follow when establishing their Rally account 

¥ Password Reset Ð Give end users the ability to reset their passwords in an 
automated and secure fashion with a new token-based password reset feature

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Web Services API Enhancements: Rally User Management 
For Enterprise administrators of User Story Workspaces, Rally has added API calls that 
customers to leverage the Web Services API to create and modify permissions for Rally 
users. This capability is especially useful for customers you would like to import users 
from LDAP directories. For more details see the Rally User Management API Viewlet. 
 

And/Or Filtering in Custom Views 
For all Rally users who need to filter information on the Rally summary pages, the 
custom view functionality now supports ÔAndsÕ and ÔOrsÕ in the filter criteria. Users can 
create multiple fiter criteria and combine them with Ands, Ors, or a customizable 
combination of Ands and Ors. For more details see the And/Or Filtering Viewlet. 
 

Rally Plugin for Mylyn/Eclipse 
For developers and testers who use the Eclipse framework for application development 
the Rally Connector for Eclipse provides Rally artifacts within the Eclipse interface to 
view or update Rally stories, tasks, and defects along with viewing and sharing the 
context of those artifacts through the Mylyn framework providing one-stop access to 
information in Rally without having to leave the Eclipse IDE. Mylyn is the Task-Focused 
UI for Eclipse that reduces information overload and makes multi-tasking easy. It does 
this by making tasks a first class part of Eclipse. Once your tasks are integrated, Mylyn 
monitors your work activity to identify information relevant to the task-at-hand, and uses 
this task context to focus the Eclipse UI on the interesting information, hide the 
uninteresting, and automatically find what's related. (from the Mylyn website) For more

Other Enhancements 
Defect Suite Enhancement – Defects can now be added to Defect Suites from the Defect 
summary page. For more details see the Defect Suite Enhancement Viewlet. 
Enhancements to Enterprise Project Structure Ð When moving scheduled items across 
projects, the iteration/release is matched to the current iteration/release. When pages are 
filtered by iteration/release, it filters on all iterations/releases that match across all 
projects in scope. The Project column has been added to many detail page summary 
views. Detail pages are now ÔunscopedÕ so that all relationships are always shown. For 
more details see the Enhancements to Enterprise Project Structure Viewlet.

¥ User Management (creation and permission management) is now supported for 
User Story Workspaces in the Web Services API. The User object is now 
creatable. Permission objects have also been added to the object model to manage 
a user's account access in Rally. These are UserPermission, 
WorkspacePermission, and ProjectPermission. Both user creation and permission 
management are fully documented in User Creation and Management. 

¥ Subscritpion now has field called "PasswordExpirationDays". See below for the 
definition of a PasswordExpirationDays. 

¥ User now has field called "LastPasswordUpdateDate". See below for the 
definition of a LastPasswordUpdateDate.

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Guidelines and Restrictions on Using the Rally application

Known Issues in Release 2007.7 
 
Popup Blockers and Rally  
Be aware that some of RallyÕs content is displayed using popup windows. Popup blockers 
may inhibit this functionality.  To correct this, configure your popup blockers to allow 
Rally popups. 
 
Editing a single Work Product with Multiple Browser Instances  
Rally does not support multiple browser instances where each browser window shares the 
same session for editing. Once a user selects a new window from an Internet Explorer & 
Firefox open session of Rally and begins to edit, problems can arise if edits exist in the 
previous window as well. This behavior could lead to unexpected errors if the user tries 
to save changes or delete the same artifact in both browser instances. 
 
Truncated text when using the “<” symbol  
When you use the < symbol in any freeform text that displays on a browser, any text after 
the < symbol is truncated. 
 
Print output in certain detail reports is centered on the page  
Printing a work product detail report from a Story Card, Task or Feature will print the 
report centered on the page instead of at the top of the page. 
 
URL link does not work in Microsoft documents 
When accessing a pasted URL link from Microsoft Excel, Word documents and E-mail, 
the correct detail page does not display, and you are prompted to log in. 
WORKAROUND: Copy the link out of the document and paste it into your browserÕs 
address field to access the detail page of interest. 
 
Searching for hyphenated words using quotes may not return expected results 
For best search results, do not use quotes around a hyphenated word during a search. The 
search will look for matches on the word before and after the hyphen and return all 
related finds. 
 
Custom Filters will not find all String/Text = “null” 
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When a user creates a new custom String/Text field on a Defect and there are already 
Defects existing, a filter that looks for null entries in that new custom String/Text field 
will not always return all valid results. 
 
Custom Field sorting does not return artifacts with custom field created/updated before 
the custom field was created. 
Any Rally artifacts created/last updated before a new custom field is added will not be 
displayed if a sort on a custom field is chosen. This issue is part of a 3rd party package we 
depend on. We will continue to work on solving this issue with our 3rd party vendor.
